	To explore colours and sort into warm and cold colours.
Skills focus:

Identifying hot and cold colours (and discuss hwo they make us feel).

Sorting colours.

Colouring carefully (no white spaces unless they are intentional).

	Display two pictures, one using warm colours and one using cold colours.  Ask the children to look at each picture and discuss the effect of the different colours – can they pick the warm/cold picture/colours.
Children to choose colour sample cards to complete a colour wheel of warm and cool colours.  To colour a picture using hot and cold colours.
	Discuss how some colours affect people in different ways and can be seen as different colours by different people (turquoise being blue to some people and green to others).

	To explore the use of colours in artwork.
To create their own artwork in the style of a famous artist (Romero Britto).
Skills focus:

Identifying bold and pastel shades.

Use bold shades.

Emulate a famous artist (bold lines, cartoon style).

Use felt tip pens to good effect – clear sections, using black to outline, no gaps etc.).


	Display examples of work by Romero Britto and discuss his use of bright colours (warm and cheerful).  Discuss use of patterns.
Link to our topic of travel and transport and explain that we will be making a Romero Britto style picture of a hot air balloon.  Display pictures of hot air balloons and model a picture in the style of Romero Britto.
Children to create their own Romero Britto art work.  Encourage the children to use warm, vibrant colours.

Extra lesson is required
	To explore and manipulate clay to make a tile.
Skills focus:

Create slip.

Shape and model clay using hands (pinch, roll, smooth) and a range of tools (rolling pin, cutters etc).

Use slip to attatch additional pieces.

	Link to science.  Children to create a themed clay tile in the style of Romero Britto.  Use a range of materials and tools to create a clay tile.  Paint once dry using bright, vibrant colours in the style of Romero Britto.

	To fix material together to make shapes.

Skill focus:

Arrange materials to make a given shape (lollipop sticks into a aeroplane).

Use glue to fix materials together.

Decorate carefully. 
	Display pictures of early aeroplanes and discuss their features.  Explain that we will be making and decorating our own model aeroplanes today using lollipop sticks.  Model the process.  Children to make lollipop biplanes and decorate.
