Oil pastels - shading, using blocks of bold colour, colour mixing (HA).

Copying shapes accurately and beginning to develop a sense of scale and perspective.


	Display a range of seaside pictures.  Discuss the style of the artwork with the children, drawing their attention to use of bold colours.  Model how to use oil pastels.
Children to practice using oil pastels on a scrap of paper.

Children to carefully copy their chosen seaside picture, using oil pastels.
	Experiment with oil pastels to create different effects.

Develop skills of observation.

Learn how to copy carefully and with increasing accuracy.

	Use colour and line to create a picture in the style of Piet Mondrian, using Microsoft Word on the computer.
To be able to identify primary colours, select tools to draw straight lines and use the fill tool.

To ask and answer questions about the starting points for their work.

Link to Computing.

Skills focus:

Identifying primary colours.

Using outlines effectively to create contrast and define shapes.

To use ICT to create artwork.

	Look at Powerpoint of pictures by Mondrian. Discuss primary colours and use of black, straight lines to create a grid type background. Allow children to experiment with the tools to adjust thick and thin lines. Look at colour palette and use of fill tool.
Allow children to experiment with these tools to find out the possible effects.

In pairs, ask the children to try to create a picture in the style of Mondrian, using these functions. Save into files.

Look at some examples of their work and discuss effects.
	Develop skills of observation.

Identify primary colours.
Use the straight line, colour palette and fill tool.
Identify some of the characteristics of the work of Piet Mondrian.

Extra lesson if needed
	To investigate the work of Kandinsky.
To use 2Paint to create images.

To use the airbrush, watercolour and crayon tools. To use the shape tools from the toolbar and to be able to change the colour and thickness of the line tool.

Skills focus:

Identifying complimentary and contrasting colours.

To use ICT to create artwork.

	Look at work by Kandinsky and compare with work by Mondrian. Children to discuss their observations and ideas. Look at colour blending and use of straight and curved lines in his work.
Access 2Paint. Introduce the other tool features and allow children to freely experiment with them for a while.
Ask the children to create a picture in the style of Kandinsky, using different colouring techniques to create their own work. Save work in files.

Look at some examples and discuss how they have decided to use the tools. Are any the same? Discuss. 

	Develop skills of observation.

Identify methods of creating different colour effects using the graphics program.
Be able to discuss the work of other artists.

To emulate the work of Kandinsky.
Skills focus:

Collage skills – marking out shapes, cutting accurately, sticking on layers to create an effect.

To copy the work of a famous artist (observational skills).
	Display a range of artwork and ask the children to look at and pick out the pieces created by Kandinsky – how do you know this is a Kandinsky? What features can you see? 

Display a Kandinsky style collage (Tree).  Discuss and model the methods to use in order to recreate their own version.  Children to use a range of cutting and shaping techniques to create a Kandinsky style collage. 
	Develop collaging skills.

Refine cutting a shaping skills.

Use a range of materials for effect.

	To represent observations, ideas and

feelings, and design and make images.
Skills focus:

To emulate the style of a famous artist.

To colour carefully so that a shape/frame is completely filled.

	Show the class ‘Yellow Islands’ by Jackson Pollock. Discuss the rhythmic pattern created by the flowing black lines. Ask the children what colours other than black stand out and why they think the painting is called ‘Yellow Islands’. 

Demonstrate how a black line can be taken for a ‘walk’. Compare the effects created by flowing lines and angular lines. Ask the children to take their pencils for a ‘walk’ to create lines and colours to express themes such as ‘headlights in the city’. Alternatively, children could provide their own titles which convey how they have used lines and colours.
	Control of a pencil and use colours to express a theme.

Be able to discuss their feelings about pictures by famous artists.

	1 To investigate the possibilities of a range of

Skills focus:

To look at and discuss the work of a famous artist (can children spot similar themes/style/colour use across pieces).

Use pastels (blending and shading, pressing harder/softer to create different effects).


	1  Look at famous paintings of night scenes (Van Gough, Afremov). Discuss the differences between light and colour when viewed on screen and in print, using two examples of the same picture. Introduce the idea of ‘painting with light’. Demonstrate how to use the spray tool to select colours and patterns. 

Ask the children to create pictures of night scenes (fireworks or Diwali). Ask them to use the flood fill tool to create a black screen and then to use mark making tools and various colours to explore the quality of light and colour on the screen.
2  Recap learning from last week.  Display pictures of lighthouses at night.  Encourage the children to look closely at how the light falls on the crests of the waves, what the seaspray looks like and how the beam of light shines out from the lighthouse.  Model how to use pastels to create effects (using the edge to create crisp lines and use the side and smudging to create softer effects).  Children to create images of lighthouses at night.

	To use a range of materials and techniques to draw a cat.

Skills focus:

Use line, shape and perspective to draw a cat (thinking about emotion and expression).

Colour carefully.

Weaving paper.


	Link to English.  Display a picture of Hamish the cat (Lighthouse Keeper’s Lunch) and ask the children to pick out key features (colour, shape etc.).  Explain that we will be creating images of Hamish in a basket (like in the story) to put on display as a background for some of our writing.  Model techniques involved.

Children to paint Hamish and draw basket patterns on brown sugar paper.  They will then cut out the shape of a basket and stick their ‘Hamish’ in the basket.

	To discuss how a painting makes you feel.

To explore different techniques for applying paint.

To Look at the work of a famous artist.

Skills focus:

To emulate the work of a famous artist (look closely at techniques, style and colours used).

Splatter, dribble and smudge paints using a paintbrush/ other tools (squeezy bottles etc.).
	Split the group in to two groups.

Group 1 – children to look at and discuss a range of work by Jackson Pollock.  Look at the shapes and patterns ‘how does it make you feel? can you guess the name of the piece? What shapes can you see? etc.  Children to make large group splatter pictures (5 per group round a big piece of paper).
Group 2 – children to explore different ways to apply paint (use a range of ‘tools’.

Art Week
	To develop ideas based on first-hand experience and imagination.

To use a range of equipment and techniques to paint on silk.

Skill focus:

Picking out similar features from a range of pictures/common themes and subjects from a style of art.

Developing their own ideas based on the exploration of a particular art style/technique.

To use Gutter pens and silk paints to create a simple silk painting (blending colours, creating shades, filling blocks of colour etc.).
	Children to look at a range of images showing traditional Chinese silk painting.  Children draw and colour their own designs (picking out fearutes and elements from the pictures they have seen as well as adding elements from their own imagination).

Children to use Gutter pens to create outlines for their picture. Explain how the Gutter pens stop the silk paints from ‘bleeding’ into areas that we don’t want to be that colour.  Children to use ilk paints to colour their designs.  Explore blending colours and the techniques used to darken shades/fill areas of colour.
