	· To learn about the work of a famous Sculptor and the different kinds of sculpture made from natural materials.
· To learn the processes used in making a sculpture.


	Ask children to explain what a sculpture is and what a sculptor does. Ask them what materials they might use. Introduce Andy Goldsworthy and his sculptures. 

Look at and discuss the work of this famous artist: power point presentation and book of his work. Are the pieces temporary or permanent? How can they record their work if temporary? What materials might he have used? 
Children to go out into Forest School or the field to start to think of what natural materials they could find and how they could use them in a sculpture.

	· To record form first hand observation and explore ideas.
· To ask and answer questions, developing their work.

· To review what they and others have done and say what they think and feel about it
	Ask the children to revisit what they did in the previous lesson and to share their ideas on what materials could be used to make a sculpture with. 

Talk about how environmental sculptures are created by:  weaving grasses or rushes and twigs. Using thorns to attach plant forms or leaves. Arranging leaves, rocks, pieces of wood or branches in an interesting or innovative way. Floating leaves, twigs, petals or seeds on pools, streams or puddles. 

Children to work in pairs to design a natural sculpture in their sketch books, labelling the materials.

In forest school children to use the inspiration of Andy Goldsworthy to construct sculptures using natural materials and take photographs.
Ask children to look around the sculptures and then discuss what natural materials have been used and how the material has been used.

	· To learn about the work of a famous Sculptor and the different kinds of sculpture.
	Look at the work of Alexander Calder (famous sculptor of mobiles). Show a power point presentation. Discuss the materials that the sculptor has used. Discuss the different shapes and colours that he has used in his mobiles. 
Talk as a class about the shapes they would use in their own mobile. Why would they use that shape? What colours would you have? 

MA – children to cut out different shapes on different coloured card to them add to their own mobile in the style of Alexander Calder. 

LA – children to cut of shape templates to create their own mobile. 

Set up an art gallery situation to allow the children to share their mobiles and discuss their thoughts behind the design.

	· To explore own ideas.
· To ask and answer questions about the starting points for their work, and develop their ideas

· To investigate the possibilities of a range of materials and processes
	Introduce to the children the artist Patrick Bremer and discuss his works of art (collage). How does he make his work look like that? Discuss the process of collaging – using different materials to create one piece of work. Discuss that the materials that this artist uses are man-made (lots of newspapers and magazines). 

Ask the children to think of their favourite place at the seaside. Ask them to imagine they are there. What can they see? What can they smell? What can they hear? What colours are around them? What can they touch? What do they feel?
Ask the children to create a collage using the materials they have on their table that shows the shapes, textures and colours of their favourite holiday place. Ask them to choose materials that ‘match’ their feelings about their favourite place. 
	· Identify colours, textures, smells and sounds in the environment and de​scribe their feelings.

	· To try out tools and techniques and apply these to materials and processes 

· To review what they and others have done, say what they think and feel about it and what they might change
	Ask the children to recap on the different artists that they have looked at: Andy Goldsworthy (sculptures using natural materials), Alexander Calder (mobiles using shapes) and Patrick Bremer (collage using man-made materials). Explain to the class how they are going to create their own sculpture for their favourite place using both man-made and natural materials. 

Children are to collect natural materials from outside a group at a time with a TA. Rest of the class are to start to use the man-made materials laid out around the room to create their own sculpture. Encourage the children to explore different ways of joining the parts of the sculpture using simple methods, eg glue, pins, staples. Emphasise that their sculpture could be temporary.
Ask the children to describe what they are making and how they are using materials in their work. Discuss ways in which they could improve on their sculpture for their next piece of work.

	Discuss the Lickey Hills trip and all the different things that they saw. Discuss the view that they saw from the viewing point. What objects did you see? What colours could you see? Explain how they are going to draw a still-life drawing of a landscape. Discuss what this means. Show different artists work where they have drawn a still-life painting of a landscape. 

Explain that to draw a still-life picture, being in front of the thing that they are drawing is best. Explain how they are going to go outside and draw the view from their classroom. Discuss the colours that they can see, the shapes, the textures.  

All children to draw a landscape picture in their sketch books.
