	1 and 2
	To draw from observations and imagination.

To use and understand the term silhouette.

To create a silhouette picture. 

To create a colour wash.

Skill Focus:

Colour wash using watercolour paints (layering colours to create graduated shading).

Cutting, shaping a sticking of materials (black paper).

Understanding highlighting (where a highlight should be positioned on a picture in relation to the light source). 

	Display a range of silhouette pictures and recap/ discuss the technique.  Explain that we will be making our own silhouette picture of a medieval castle toady using a colour wash as the background.
Model a colour wash using ‘stripes’ of colour (recap cold and warm colours – relating to twilight and sunset).
	1.  Children to choose the colours for their colour wash and create a colour washed background for their silhouette picture.
2.  Children to make their castle silhouette and complete their picture (adding highlights and details using chalk.
	Children’s work to be put on display.

	3
	To use a range of materials and techniques to create an illuminated letter.

Link to History.

Skill Focus:

Creating 3D writing (bubble writing/empty letters) – thinking about the outline and shape of the letters used.

Careful colouring in (staying inside the lines/contrasting colours for the foreground and background).

Creating an outline (use of metallic pens).

	Look at examples of illuminated letters.  Pick out features i.e. bright colours, patterns, use of pictures, metallic outlines.
Model how to make an illuminated letter.
	Children to create their own illuminated letter for the first letter of their name.
	Watch a video showing how medieval monks created illuminated documents/books.

	4
	To draw from imagination.
To use a range of materials and techniques to create effects.

Link to English.

Skill Focus.

Drawing from the imagination.

Use of watercolour paints.

Mixing colours.

Layering paints to add detail and depth of colour.


	Creating and describing their own dragon.
Display pictures of dragons around the room.  Ask the children to look at them and discuss similarities and differences between the pictures.

Explain that we will be drawing our own dragon based on the descriptions we wrote earlier in the week.  Model techniques.
	Children to design and draw their own dragon.
Children to make and use watercolour paints to create their picture.  Metallic paints can also be used if the children wish to add details.
	Share their picture with a partner and compared to their description (how closely have they stuck to their description?).

	5
	To create a picture of a castle in the style of Paul Klee.
Skill Focus:

To emuate the style of an artitst.

Draw shapes and create patterns.

Colour carefully (staying in the lines/choice of colours/separation of colours within a piece).

Drawing a clear, bold outline.

Recap background and foreground.


	Display Paul Klee’s ‘Castle and Sun’.  Ask the children what it is a picture of (how do you know?).  Discuss the use of geometric shapes and the colour.
Explain that we will be making our own castle pictures in the style of Paul Klee.

Model how to draw a castle outline and then fill with lines to make geometric shapes.
	Children to create their own castle pictures in the style of Paul Klee.
Children to choose their own level of challenge:
Children to draw their castle outline (thinking about the use of large squares and rectangles to create the main shape of the castle/turrets), then draw smaller geometric shapes inside the walls.  Colour the shapes and background before outlining their castle using marker pen.
Children to choose a castle outline and fill with geometric shapes in the style of Paul Klee. Colour the shapes and background before outlining their castle using marker pen.
Children to draw round and cut out 2D shapes (on coloured paper) and stick on a background to create a castle in the style of Paul Klee.  Then colour in their background.


	Create a whole class art gallery (display pictures on tables).  Children to walk round and look at each other’s work, proving constructive criticism (write positive comments on post-it notes and stick around the pictures – also write ‘wish’ comments.
